• To deal with potential complaints and claims of a person - before the statute of limitations for your potential claims for data breach.

	Data recipients
	Personal data may be provided to companies that process company data, such as: accounting offices or IT services companies, on the basis of an agreement with the company and according to the requirements of the company.

	Rights of persons to whom this data concerns
	A person has the rights to access his personal data, as well as the right to correct, delete, and limit processing.

To the extent that the purpose of the processing of personal data is the legitimate activity of the data controller, the person has the right to object.
